Steps for Level 1 to Level 4 
Level 1 (Beginner): 

One 10 weeks introduction classes. 

Level 2 (Intermediate): 

Two 10 weeks intermediate classes. 

Highly recommended taking private lessons at this period. 
During private lesson, students will receive highly detailed 
instruction on fencing techniques, tactics and strategy. These 
lessons are tailored to students individual needs. This will 
prepare you into the advanced classes. 

Level 3 (Electric): 

Highly recommended taking at least two group classes a week 
& continuing  to take private lessons. 

Level 4 (Competition): 

Highly reommended taking 3 group classes and 3 private 
lessons a week in order to reach the national level.
